There is a growing trend for university students to combine their courses with a foreign language. Students are realizing that mastery of languages is a key to improving their career prospects, cross-border travel and better communication with fellow Europeans.

More universities are offering courses with modern European languages as a minor. This upward trend is due in part to students realizing the importance of cross-cultural exchanges and the growing need to be able to communicate in a number of different languages. 

According to the latest European Union figures, 85 percent European students under 25 are learning English as a second language.

The rising number of students mixing disciplines is in part a response to the growing number of companies demanding that their staff speak another language. Businesses are realizing that to be more competitive and keep their edge, staff must be fluent in a number of languages.

Sabine graduated from university with a degree in political science and a secondary degree in English. When Sabine finished university she went to work as a press officer at the UN. She was tested on her written and spoken foreign language skills before being offered employment.

Text 1: SCHOOLS AND HIV PREVENTION IN THE USA
Just as schools are critical settings for preparing students academically, they are also vital partners in helping young people take responsibility for their own health. Schools can call for all Americans to be educated about HIV. This includes knowing how HIV is transmitted and prevented, and knowing which behaviors place individuals at greatest risk for infection. To prevent the spread of HIV and improve health outcomes for those who are already infected, HIV awareness and education should be universally integrated into all educational environments.

Many young people engage in sexual risk behaviors that can result in unintended health outcomes. For example, among U.S. high school students surveyed in 2013:

- 47% have had sexual intercourse at least once,

- 34% are currently sexually active,

- 15% have had four or more sex partners during their life,

- Only 13% of students had ever been tested for HIV.

Sexual risk behaviors place adolescents at risk for HIV infection and other STDs, as well as for unintended pregnancies.

Nearly 10,000 young people (aged 13-24) were diagnosed with HIV infection in the U.S. in 2013. Young gay and bisexual men (aged 13-24) accounted for an estimated 19% (8,800) of all new HIV infections in the United States, and 72% of new HIV infections among youth in 2010. Nearly half of the 20 million new STDs each year were among young people, between the ages of 15 to 24. Approximately 273,000 babies were born to teen girls aged 15–19 years in 2013.

Research shows that well-designed, well-implemented HIV/STD prevention programs can significantly reduce sexual risk behaviors among teens. A review of 48 comprehensive curriculum-based sex and STD/HIV education programs found that none of these programs increased the likelihood of teens having sex, while about two-thirds had a significant impact on reducing sexual risk behaviors among young people, including delay in first sexual intercourse, decline in the number of sex partners, increase in condom or contraceptive use.

TEXT STUDY 4: MANAGEMENT

Nowadays, management has really become a science, whose fields are numerous. They include not only business administration proper, but also production, marketing and accountancy, so that every enterprise is necessarily concerned with management, regardless of its importance and structure, no matter whether it is a one-man business, a joint-stock company or a co-operative society. In the case of one-man business, the same person assumes several functions, such as production, sales and book-keeping. But if we take the example of a big manufacturing concern, the various functions will be divided between separate departments, and therefore easier to define. 

The company is administered by the Board of Directors, but the actual running of the firm is under the responsibility of the Managing Director or the General Manager, generally assisted and advised by an executive Board composed of the Company Secretary and several important executives.

In the making of all decisions, the information given by the Accounting Department is of paramount importance, especially as most decisions have financial bearing. For instance, before a new product can be launched, it is necessary to know, at least appreciatively, what its cost price will be.

The sale Department is responsible for the relations between the firm and its customers. It deals with orders, inquiries from  prospective customers and more generally marketing, which includes market research ( sometimes carried out by means of opinion polls), selling, merchandising ( i.e. the art of presenting goods in an attractive way); advertising and pubic relations.

The Personnel Manager sees that the manpower requirements of all the departments are duly satisfied; he deals with human problems concerning wages; discipline, etc, and tries to avoid disputes between the company the trade-unions, or settle conflicts which might result in strikes.

Finally, one should mention the production department, which from many points of view, is the most important in a factory, the purchasing power department, which places orders with suppliers in a factory for goods and raw materials, the general office, where shorthand-typists deal with correspondence, under authority of the head clerk.
